Identification of cultural relevance and the translation of cultural meaning from one language to another. Understanding of the context, purpose and intention of the text. Understanding of language structure, both English and LOTE. Recognition of different styles and registers; manipulation of text. Issues related to machine-aided translating. Understanding of the roles of the translator.



	Minimum Entry Requirements

	Applicants may gain entrance to the course with a recognised tertiary award or degree in any discipline, or NAATI accreditation at Paraprofessional translation level in the relevant language.  These applicants may also gain entry if they have previously completed extensive studies in the relevant area or if they can provide proof of considerable work experience in translation.
In addition
· All applicants must demonstrate a native-like proficiency in one language (either English or LOTE) and vocational proficiency in the other language.

· All international students are required to have a minimum of 6.5 IELTS (with a minimum score 6.5 in the writing and reading bands).

· All applicants are required to sit for an entry test designed to assess the level of reading, comprehension and writing proficiency in both languages.
